· "Nothing about us, without us?" Reflecting on Methodology in Disability Research 

· Sensitive research into intersectional inequalities - discussing women's health and ethnicity based health discrimination and learning disabled young adults experiences of racial discrimination

· Interviewing survivors of sexual assault

· Forming action learning sets for trouble shooting and sharing delegates’ own research issues, dilemmas and practical solutions.

The day will consist of presentations, discussions, and action learning sets.
