Each module will be
delivered over two intensive block
days, with significant reading
material provided and extensive
use of our e-learning tools.

On successfully completing the
programme you will achieve the
following learning outcomes:

• The ability to identify and
analyse complex legal issues
and problems in the field of
human rights and business.

• Development of an awareness
of some of the broader social,
philosophical and policy
contexts in which these issues
and problems arise.

• Demonstration of a critical
understanding of the
appropriate legal values,
principles and rules.

• The ability to apply the
knowledge and skills learned to
a professional context.

• An understanding of the
purposes of and application of
academic conventions in
research and writing.

• The ability to implement
suitable research
methodologies.

The next level of the programme
provides candidates with the
opportunity to specialise in one of
two areas: an examination of the
issue of corporate liability for
human rights violations and
international law, or an
examination of the constitutional
regimes governing vulnerable
groups in emerging economies.
Both modules allow a detailed
specialisation, encompassing more
complex research and writing
skills.

Finally, candidates wishing to gain
the MA qualification are required
to undertake a substantive body of
research with the aim of producing
a dissertation. This project is the
culmination of a range of research
and writing skills and will equip
you for the pursuit of a doctorate
in the area.
