Key points

• There were fewer applicants in 2012, a small increase in the 
acceptance rate, and a large fall in acceptances

• For applicants in general there was:-
– No substantial move away from institutions or courses charging – No substantial move away from institutions or courses charging 

higher fees
– No move towards choosing a university close to home
– No move to courses leading to higher starting salaries

• Main subjects chosen for study by students remain:
– Business and Administration Studies
– Creative Arts and Design
– Biological Studies
