Portfolio Guidance

A collection of your virtual production planning, designs, and creative work that introduces you and
explains your abilities, skills, and interest. It should provide evidence of an interest in aspects of Virtual
Production, VFX, and film making and ideally show a range of work from your undergraduate degree,
personal practice, or industry experience. Tutors use your portfolio to assess your potential to succeed
in your area of interest, so they are looking for evidence of aptitude and endeavour and if you appear
deeply interested and committed to exploring the subject.

We are looking for between 5-10 pages, enough to see the range of your strengths and abilities, but not
everything you have ever produced! You are asked to submit a digital portfolio which can be presented
in a single PDF format or hosted via an online platform.

Detailed Portfolio guidance:

— Include examples of different kinds of techniques and could show how you develop your ideas through research,
processes you have tried, such as sketches, storyboards, sketching and experimentation / pre-production, as well
paper prototyping, animatics, 3D scene block outs, as more complete finalised block outs, edits or renders.
